As part of a COVID-relief funding bill passed in late 2020, Congress established a $3.2 billion initiative within the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) called the Emergency Broadband Benefit Program. The program is designed to help low-income and rural households gain access to low-cost internet services. Additionally, one-time discounts are available for purchase of a laptop, desktop, or tablet.
